IT’S SHOWTIME!!! 
Some reminders about Encore performances: 

• Cameras and video cameras are NOT permitted in the 
theatre during Encore performances.  We will have the 
show professionally taped by our Videographer, Gordon 
Chew.  You will be able to purchase DVD’s at a cost of 
$40.  This will include all dances from BOTH ACTS of all 
performances.  Gordon Chew will select the best dance 
performance when a number is repeated in more than one 
show.  

• DVD’s order forms are not required.  DVD’s will be 
available for purchase during Summer School (August 24-
28) and in September. 

• Parents ARE NOT permitted in the audience or backstage 
during dress rehearsal. 

• Please leave your name with the front office if you are able 
to help out during performances.  Volunteers are required 
for all 3 shows.  You will be responsible for keeping an eye 
on our youngest performers and helping them with make-
up and costume changes as well as getting to the stage on 
time. 

• Do not go backstage or to the dressing rooms during the 
performance.  Please wait until intermission.  Entering 
and leaving the theatre during the show is unpleasant for 
other audience members.  Remember:  designated parent 
volunteer helpers are available to help your children.  If 
you are still concerned, become a designated helper! 

• If you must leave the audience during the show, please 
respect the performers and other audience members and 
leave only between dances.  DO NOT EXIT OR ENTER 
DURING A DANCE. 

• Please supply your children with a snack, drink and some 
quiet toys or books.  If you are going to bring food during 
intermission, please take it directly to their dressing room 
as they will not be allowed out of the theatre at any time 
without supervision. 

• Please advise your children to wait for you to come to the 
dressing rooms during intermission or after the show.  
After the Finale, the curtains will remain open while 
parents pick up their younger children from the stage. 

• On performance days please be at the theatre at least a 
half an hour before the show begins.  The show is 
approximately 2 1/2-3 hours long including intermission. 

• While we appreciate an enthusiastic audience, please save 
your applause until the end of the number. 

 

• Please label all shoes and clothing.  We recommend a 
costume bag to keep all your child’s costumes together.  If 
your child is in several numbers, inexpensive costume bags 
can be purchased from dollar stores and each costume can 
be stored separately.  REMEMBER —  PUT THEIR 
NAME ON EACH BAG! 

• All students will be participating in the FINALE of each 
performance.  We ask that the dancers remain for the 
entire show, including the Finale.  This gives the audience 
another opportunity to see the performers and show their 
appreciation. 

• A performance of this kind serves several purposes.  It 
rewards students for the many hours of discipline and 
training during the year, and it gives them an opportunity 
to show their family and friends what they have achieved.  
Most importantly, it gives them a small taste of what 
“showbiz” is all about!
